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The network of excellence on Economic Change, Quality of Life and Social Cohesion (Equalsoc), funded by the EU Commission under the 6" Framework
Programme, and the European Consortium for Sociological Research (ECSR), have decided to bring together their respective expertise and cooperate in arranging
a joint 2009 Summer School.

The Equalsoc and ECSR joint Summer School will be devote to the analysis of both theoretical and empirical aspects of the educational inequalities and the
impact of education on social inequalities that form part of several ongoing debates.
